Review Comments by Diana N. Solie
Surficial geology and geohazards in the Alaska Highway Corridor, Alaska by Reger, Hubbard and Koehler
General Comments:
· Permafrost maps need to be added, and referenced appropriately in text, table of contents, etc.
· I don’t think engineering geology maps are needed; if included, text will need modification to discuss them, warranting an additional review.
· I did not systematically check that all references are listed in References Cited or that all listed are referenced in the text. I did check references on map sheets, and they are okay.
· I did not systematically check that all ages mentioned in the text matched the ages shown on Table 1.
· See specific tracked comments on text and figure captions in those Word documents.
· There was no Figure 60 included in review package.
Correlation of Map Units:
· Change QTr heading from lacustrine to residual.
· On side, move the line separating Cenozoic and pre-Cenozoic so that Tertiary is not included in pre-Cenozoic.
· Some patterns don’t match those shown in Description of Map Units, including Qgfy, Qgfyy, Qgdp, Qfbe
· Move bedrock boxes up or extend Tertiary line down to indicate that there is Tertiary bedrock.
Description of Map Units:
· The pattern in Qfte box is not uniform across box.
· I find the labels Qgey and Qgeo to be misleading. They seem like they should be eolian but they’re not. Consider changing them.
· See tracked comments in Word document for text comments.
Explanation of Map Symbols:
· There are standard symbols for portraying active and inactive faults that should be used. These are important, since there is a lot of discussion about active versus inactive in the text.
· The tephra locality explanation cites Schaefer, 2002 but the reference is not listed in References on map sheets.
· There’s a symbol for ventifact localities, but I couldn’t find any shown on the map sheets. Make sure they are shown or delete the symbol.
· I’m surprised there are no pingos shown, even if they can’t all be shown, since they are discussed a lot in the text.
Map Sheets:
· I have trouble finding locations discussed in the text because the geographic labels are very hard to read on the map sheets. It will be even harder for someone unfamiliar with the study area. I know it would be cluttered, but is there some way to label the geographic features (rivers, plateau, etc.) referred to in text?
· Make sure the RI numbers and sheet numbers are correct on all sheets.
· Some sheets list Rod Combellick and me under Affiliations, some don’t. I’m not sure if it’s necessary, but if included, my affiliation is Baseline Geoconsulting, LLC, P.O. Box 82293, Fairbanks AK 99708. Also will need a superscript number by our names.
· Maybe it’s just the printing process, but Qhf is a lot darker on some maps than others. It’s hard to see the label on the darker-colored units. 
· ‘Lidar interpretation by:’ should be ‘LiDAR interpretation by:’ to be consistent with usage in text.
Sheet 1:
· Panoramic fault is not a thrust. Show as a left-lateral strike slip fault, with up on west side.
Sheet 2:
· Label Canteen fault.
· Label Dot Lake segment of Dot “T” Johnson fault.
· What about Clearwater-Gerstle escarpment?
Sheet 4:
· Label Tok fan and Tok River fan.
Sheet 6:
· Label Gardiner Creek dune field.
