The Alaska Geological and Geophysical Surveys Aeromagnetic Program i s  

a 100% S ta te  funded e x p l o r a t i o n  p r o j e c t  t h a t  was s t a r t e d  i n  1971. Under the  

d i r e c t i o n  o f  the Survey, an aeromagnetic con t rac to r  f l i e s  t h e  aerornagnetic 

p r o f i l e s ,  compiles the data and p r i n t s  t he  maps. 

Two hundred (200) maps a t  1:63,360 sca le  a r e  p r i n t e d  f o r  s a l e  by the  

Survey and when t h i s  supply i s  gone an o r i g i n a l  mylar o f  each map w i l l  be 

open f i l e d .  A composite 1:250,000 map o f  each USGS quadrangle i s  a l s o  made 

and open f i l e d  as soon as completed. 



TECHNICAL INFORMATION 

1971 - 1973 DATA 

The survey f l i g h t  l i n e s  a re  spaced 3 /4  m i l e  apa r t  and 1000 f e e t  above 

ground l e v e l  where poss ib le .  T i e  l i n e s  were f l own  a t  15 m i l e  i n t e r v a l s  

normal t o  t h e  f l i g h t  l i n e s .  The f l u x g a t e  magnetometer s ignal  was recorded i n  

f l i g h t  on a paper s t r i p  c h a r t  recorder .  The d i u r n a l  v a r i a t i o n  was recorded by 

a ground s t a t i o n .  A i r c r a f t  a l t i t u d e  was determined by rad io  a l t i m e t e r  and 

recorded i n  f l i g h t  on a paper s t r i p  c h a r t  recorder .  A e r i a l  photography on 

35 mm b l a c k  and w h i t e  f i l m  a t  3-second i n t e r v a l s  was used t o  p l o t  t he  a i r c r a f t  

f l i g h t  path.  The reg iona l  f i e l d  was removed f r o m ' t h e  magnetic da ta  and 

c o r r e c t i o n s  were made f o r  d i u r n a l  v a r i a t i o n .  

1974 DATA 

Survey l i n e s  were f lown 1 m i l e  a p a r t  w i t h  15 m i l e  t i e  l i n e s .  Data 

recorded d i g i t a l l y .  Maps d i g i t a l l y  contoured. D e t a i l s  o f  d i g i t a l  reco rd ing  

and processing a v a i l a b l e  on request.  

The o r i g i n a l  f i e l d  data a re  kept  i n  t h e  D i v i s i o n  o f  Geological and 

Geophysical Surveys o f f i c e s  and may be copied a t  t he  expense o f  t he  i n t e r e s t e d  

person.
