Little or mno gquantified geologic data exists for the
assignment of relative ratings (such as low, moderate, and

high) to the geological constraints. Therefore, the

approach has been to delimit areas where the jdentified
constraint is likely to be a significant concern.

Avalanche chutes located near the community of Lower Tonsina
and Pump Station 12 are based upon personal communication
with area residents. Subsequent field studies would indeed

identify and document numerous avalanche chutes and slopes

along the Richardson Highway from Thompson Pass ~to Pump
Station 12.
