Introduction 

Geological Survey r e p o r t s  publ ished as P r o f e s s i o n a l  Papers ,  Bulle- 
tins, Water Supply Papers ,  and Circulars are l i s t e d  by the quadrangles 
( s c a l e  1: 250,000) i n t o  which Alaska has been divided f o r  topographic 
mapping (P. 2). This index does not include r e p o r t s  that d e a l  only w i t h  
administrative matters  o r  t h a t  were placed i n  open files but not formally 
published. 

Reports that d e a l  with Alaska as a whole, w i t h  areas that can n o t  
be identified with any s p e c i f i c  quadrangle, or  with offshore areas that 
are not within quadrangle boundar ies ,  o r  that consist mainly of statis- 
t i c a l  data on the q u a l i t y  or quan t i ty  of water are listed under ALASKA- 
GENERAL, as are bibliographies, indexes, and similar pub l i ca t ions .  The 
ALASKA - GENERAL l ist  appear6 before  the a l p h a b e t i c a l l y  arranged quad- 
rangle l i s t i n g s  . 

T h i s  index is the s i x t h  in a series of specia l ized l ists ,  arranged 
by quadrangle,  that w i l l  facilitate l i b r a r y  research on the geology and 
mineral resources o f  Alaska.
