The Alaska Geological and Geophysical Surveys Aeromagnetic Program is
a 100% State funded exploration project that was started in [97). Under the
direction of the Survey, an aeromagnetic contractor flies the aeromagnetic
profiles, compiles the data and prints the maps.

Two hundred (200) maps at 1:63,360 scale are printed for sale by the
Survey and when this supply is gone an original mylar of each mép will be
open filed. A composite 1:250,000 map of each USGS quadrangle is also made

and open filed as soon as completed.

1971 - 1973 DATA

The survey flight lines are spaced 3/4 mile apart and 1000 feet above
ground level where possible. Tie lines were flown at 15 mile intervals
normal to the flight lines. The fluxgate magnetometer signal was recorded in
flight on a paper strip chart recorder. The diurnal variation was recorded by
a ground station. Aircraft altftude was determined by radio altimeter and
recorded in flight on a paper strip chart recorder. Aerial photography on
35 mm black and white film at 3-second intervals was used to plot the aircraft
flight path. The regional field was removed from the magnétic data and

corrections were made for diurnal variation.
1974 DATA

Survey lines were flown | mile apart with !5 mile tie lines. Data
recorded digitally. Maps digitally contoured. Oetails of digital recording
and processing available on request.
